 Student attendance 

STUDENT ATTENDANCE/ ABSENCES 

By law you must be in school everyday unless you are ill 
and contagious. You may not be absent from school 
without your parent’s knowledge and permission. When 
you are absent, it is your parent’s responsibility to call the 
school attendance office and report your absence and the 
reason for it.  Bring a note to your teacher from your 
parent/doctor when you return to school explaining your 
absence. Even excused absences due to illness or medical 
appointments are unexcused if we do not receive a phone 
call and note from your parent within three days of your 
absence. Students who are repeatedly absent may be 
referred to the school nurse and/or counselor and the 
District’s Student Attendance Review Board. 
 
PERFECT ATTENDANCE 

Perfect attendance means that a student has been at school 
and on time every day.  You must attend the entire day or 
for a minimum of five hours if you become sick or injured 
and can not complete the day or have a legitimate medical 
appointment and can provide written verification. Tardiness 
will exclude a student from perfect attendance.   
 
STUDENT TARDINESS 
You are tardy if you are not in line when the bell rings and 
in class when the teacher begins. Your teacher(s) will start 
class and instruction immediately.  You not only miss 
important instruction when you are absent or tardy; you 
disturb the learning of other students and take valuable 
instructional time from them when your teacher needs to 
repeat lessons.  Continual tardies will result in a truancy 
referral.  You must check in through the office when you 
are late to school. 
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION (P.E.) EXCLUSIONS 

The law requires students to participate in P.E.  There may 
be times, however, that you feel too ill to do so. Your 
teacher can excuse you from P.E. for one day.  Your parent 
can send a written request to excuse you for up to three 
days.  Beyond, three days requires a written note from your 
doctor stating that you have an illness or injury that 
prohibits you from participating in P.E. for a stated number 
of days.  You’ll have to complete alternative written P.E. 
and health assignments during that period of time.

ASISTENCIA Y AUSENCIAS 

Por ley debes asistir clases todos los dias almenos que estes 

enfermo y contagioso.  No puedes ausentarte sin 

conocimiento y con el permiso de tu padres.  Cuando faltes 

es la responsabilidad de que tus padres llamen a la oficina 

de asistencia para informarnos de tu falta y la razon. A tu 

regreso trae un nota para el maestro-(a) explicando tu 

ausencia. Las enfermedades y citas al medico son 

perdonadas, pero si no recibimos la llamada y la nota 

dentro tres dias de tu ausencia entonces no seran 

disculpadas.

ASISTENCIA PERFECTA  

Asistencia perfecta es que el estudiante llego a clases a 
tiempo todos los dias.  Debes asistir todo el dia o un 
minimo de cinco horas debido a que te enfermes o lastimes 
esto tambien enclyue citas medicas verificadas con una 
nota.  Llegar tarde excluye a un estudiante de tener 
asistencia perfecta. 
 

LLEGAR TARDE 
Te consideras tarde si no estas formado en linea y adentro 
del salon para comenzar la clase. Tu maestro-(a) comenzara 
a enseñar de imediato. No solo pierdes lecciones 
importantes cuando estas ausente o tarde pero tambien 
interrumpes el estudio de los otros estudiantes quitandoles 
tiempo valioso de enseñanza para cuando el maestro-(a) 
repite la leccion. Necesitas registrarte en la 
administracion cuando llegas tarde. Asistencia tarde 
continuas (6 o mas) sera resultado a referencia de tardancia. 
 
 

EXCEPCIONES EN LA  EDUCACION FISICA 

La ley exige a todo estudiante participar en educacion 
fisica. Abra momentos que te sientas muy enfermo para 
no participar. Tu maestro-(a) te justificara por un dia. 
Tus padres pueden enviar una carta justificandote por 
hasta tres dias. Despues de tres dias requerimos una carta 
de tu medico explicando tu enfermedad o dano que 
impide tu participacion y por cuanto dias.  Tendras la 
alternativa de hacer trabajos de salud por escrito durante 
esa clase.  
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STUDENT ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL 

Respect the rights and property of others while on route to 
and from school. Students will not be admitted to the 
school grounds more than one-half hour before the start of 
school or before a yard supervisor is on duty to monitor 
students.  You should leave school immediately and go 
home promptly after dismissal unless you are participating 
in an authorized after-school program. Leave campus as 
soon as your program ends.   
 

SCHOOL JURISDICTION  

You must follow all school rules, pedestrian safety rules, 
and traffic regulations when traveling to and from school.  
This includes while you are walking, riding in a private 
vehicle or riding in a school bus. School rules and 
disciplinary procedures apply when you are in route to and 
from school, at school activities, at school-sponsored 
activities, and anytime students are on any school campus.  
If you walk to school or ride a bicycle or scooter to school, 
enter the school through the designated area.  You must use 
sidewalks and crosswalks and are not permitted to walk 
across the parking lot.   Walk your bicycle on campus.  
 
 

STUDENT VEHICLE  LOADING/UNLOADING 

Parents must park along the curb in the designated 
loading zone to drop you off or pick you up before and 
after school. Parents may not leave their vehicle 
unattended in the designated loading zone.  Parents may 
park in a parking space or on the street if they must leave 
their vehicle and walk in to pick up  a student.  You must 
use the walkways and the crosswalk.  You may not cross  
through the parking lot or jaywalk. 
 
Jaywalking is unsafe and illegal. VC 21955 
.  
BICYCLES, SKATEBOARDS AND SCOOTERS 

Bicycle and scooter riders are required to wear proper 
fitting helmets and follow all bicycle safety codes and city 
ordinances enforced by the Manteca Police Department. 
For the safety of yourself and others, you must have both 
hands on the steering mechanism and be in control of your 
mode of transportation at all times. You must walk your 
bike while on campus and park and lock your bicycle 
individually in the bike racks. Bicycles are not permitted on 
campus except in the bike storage area. Any disregard for 
safety, traffic codes or school rules will result in loss of 
bike riding privileges.  Skateboards, roller-blades, roller 
rider shoes, or motorized vehicles are not allowed on 
campus at any time. 
 
BUS RIDERS 

Riding a school bus is a privilege. You must ride your 
assigned bus and follow school rules, bus rules and the 
bus driver’s directions at all times.  Stay seated while the 
bus is moving, and quiet at all railroad crossings.  No 
eating or drinking on the bus.  Keep your arms inside the 
bus and do not throw anything out of the bus.  You will 
lose your bus riding privileges if you cause a disruption 
or in any way interfere with the bus driver's ability to 
concentrate or drive or create any hazardous condition on 
the bus or for any other vehicle driving on the road. Treat 
the bus driver in a courteous and respectful manner. 

LLEGADAS Y RETIROS DEL ESTUDIANTE 

Respeta los derechos y possessiones de los demas a tu 
llegada y salida de la escuela.   No es permitido llegar a la 
escuela antes de media hora de empezar las clases, y 
tambien si no hay un guardia para supervisar. Al retirarte 
de la escuela es importante que te vayas a casa almenos que 
estes participando en una actividad autorizada de la 
escuela.

BICICLETAS, TABLA DE PATINAR Y PATINES 
Los que montan sus bicicletas, y patin son requeridos 
usar el casco apropiado y seguir todo los codigos de 
seguridad por parte de la cuidad enforsado por el dept. 
de policia en Manteca. Por seguiridad propia y de otros 
debes usar tus dos manos a todo tiempo cuando 
conduces tu transporte para que tengas el control. 
Camina con tu bicicleta en la escuela y estacionala en 
el portabicicletas. No es permitido tener tu bicicleta en 
otra parte de la escuela, solamente en el portabicicleta. 
Si no prestas atencion a la seguridad, regla de trafico o 
de la escuela pierderas el derecho de manejar tu  
bicicleta.

VIAJEROS DEL AUTOBUS 

Es un privilegio viajar en el autobus. Debes viajar en el 
autobus asignado para ti.

Quedate 
sentado mientras el camion viaja y callado al cruce de 
ferrocarril. No se permite bebidas y alimentos. Deja 
tus manos adentro del camion y no tires nada por 
afuera. Pierderas el privilegio de viajar en el autobus si 
pertubes la abilidad de concentracion del conductor 
que ponga en peligro al autobus o otro auto mientras 
viajan por la calle.

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STUDENT CHECK OUT PROCEDURE 

Only your parent or an adult listed on your emergency 
card with your parent’s written permission can come into 
the office and check you out of school.  People not known 
by the office staff will have to show picture identification 
before you can leave with them. After check out 
procedures have been followed, you will be called  from 
your class. If you have a medical appointment, you 
should come to school before your appointment and come 
back to school after your appointment with a signed note 
from your doctor. 
 

SCHOOL SECURITY & VISITORS 

The school campus is locked during school hours to restrict 
unauthorized visitors from the campus. All school visitors 
must check in and out at the school office. Persons not 
known to the office staff will be required to furnish picture 
identification that includes the visitor's name, address, age 
and any other pertinent information. Visitors will be issued 
a visitor name badge that  must be worn and  readily visible 
throughout the visit.   
 

RESTRICTED VISITATION 

An administrator may refuse to admit a visitor on campus if 
he or she believes that the individual's presence or behavior 
may interrupt the school environment, instruction or 
operation or if their visit jeopardizes the security, health or 
safety of students and staff or has the potential of causing 
property damage. Visitors may not come on campus to 
confront students.   Students should report adults who 
confront them to the nearest staff member who will help 
you and notify an administrator. 
 
STUDENT PASSES 

Students must have a pass from their teacher to leave class 
during instructional time. 

 

STUDENT VISITORS  

Student visitors are generally not permitted to visit unless 
there are special circumstances, their visit is prearranged 
and they have the written  permission of the principal.   
 

CLASSROOM VISITS  

Parent visits to any classroom during school hours must be 
arranged in advance with the teacher. If the teacher or an 
administrator feels that a classroom visit would disrupt the 
instructional program, the request will be denied. 
Teacher/parent conferences should be scheduled with the 
teacher during non-instructional time.  Parents (custodial 
or non-custodial) or guardians may not use the school 
setting to resolve visitation or other custodial rights.

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FOOD AT SCHOOL 

BREAKFAST & LUNCH 

Breakfast and lunch meals are prepared daily in our school 
cafeteria.  Breakfast will be served from 8:30 to 8:55 a.m.   
The menu always includes assorted fruit juices, graham 
crackers, milk, assorted cereals and two entrée choices.  For 
lunch you may choose from five entrée choices, 
complimented by the food bar selections. You may also 
buy ala carte items.  Students in grades 7-8, who have a 
later lunch may choose to eat breakfast before school.  
 
 
FOOD SHARING   

For safety reasons you are not allowed to share food 
items with others, including items purchased at school or 
brought from home. 

 

HOME BAKED GOODS  

The County Health Department prohibits us from 
allowing students to share home-baked goods. All  food 
items for classroom use must be unopened and  
commercially packaged. Parents need to check with your 
teacher before bringing party items to school. 
 
 

SCHOOL BOOKS & SUPPLIES 
 
SCHOOL SUPPLIES 

The school provides each student with basic materials and 
supplies to complete daily assignments.  Parents are 
encouraged to assist their child with organizing their 
materials by providing them with a binder, dividers or 
folders and additional paper and pencils.  The teacher may 
send home a class wish list.  Any donations of classroom 
materials/needs are always welcome. 
 

TEXTBOOKS 

Textbooks are expensive and are loaned to you for the year.  
They are your responsibility.  If you damage or lose them, 
state law and district policy requires that we bill your 
parents for the cost.  Cover your books.  Do not write or 
mark in them.  Do not stuff them with papers or carry pens 
or other materials between the pages.  Do not lend them to 
others.  Your teacher can help other students who need a 
textbook or material.  You must return all your books, 
including workbooks if you leave mid-year.  
 

LIBRARY BOOKS 

Your class has a scheduled library time.  Students who 
return their books can check out new books.  Books 
checked out to you become your responsibility.  You will 
be charged for lost or damaged books.  Unpaid fines may 
result in loss of receiving student report card, records, and 
student activities.

You will be 
charged $10 if your agenda is lost.   Take care of it.  
 
CARE OF PERSONAL MATERIALS 

Bring to school only those items that you need in order to 
organize or complete your school work.  The school does 
not assume liability for loss or damage to personal 
property.  Do not write or draw on your binders, 
backpacks, books or notebooks.  Your teacher or an 
administrator can look at anything you have at school. Use 
and keep any personal journals outside of school if you do 
not want an adult at school to read them.   

 

ELECTRONIC DEVICES & CELL PHONES

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SCHOOL RULES AND STUDENT AWARENESS  

It is the school’s responsibility to have rules and 
procedures that maintain order, protect the health and 
safety of all students, protect property, and maintain 
conditions that provide a safe and positive learning 
environment.  It is the students’ responsibility to know 
and follow all rules.  The district and school rules are 
outlined in the district parent/student handbook and this 
handbook.  Teachers outline their classroom rules in the 
materials they send home at the beginning of the school 
year. Teachers also review the school rules, rewards and 
consequences at the beginning of the school year and at 
times throughout the year. It is your responsibility to 
know the rules so you can make responsible behavior 
choices. Your teacher will assign consequences to you 
and communicate with your parents when necessary if 
you choose to disregard the rules and/or safety 
procedures or disrupt instruction.  Students who continue 
to disrupt or act in defiance will be referred to an 
administrator for higher level consequences. 
 
BROKEN RULES BRING CONSEQUENCES 

Consequences will be assigned to any student who 
disrupts, fails to follow directions, endangers him or 
herself or others, defies school authority, or causes 
property damage.  Your teacher will use an infraction 
notice to communicate poor behavior and resulting 
consequences to your parents so that your parents can help 
you make better choices. It is your responsibility to take 
the infraction notice home to your parents and bring it back 
to your teacher with your parent’s signature. If your 
behavior does not improve, your teacher will give you 
additional consequences and notify your parents.  Your 
teacher may also call your parents or ask your parents to 
come to the school to meet with them.   Your teacher will 
refer you to an administrator for serious violations of 
school rules or if your poor behavior continues after 
you’ve received infractions.    
 

CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE 

Your teacher(s) will use a variety of strategies to help 
you if you are making poor choices.  He or she may re-
direct you, counsel you, change your seat, give you a 
time out period or detention, take away privileges or 
give a written or alternative assignment.  They may 
suspend you from class if your behavior continually and 
repeatedly disrupts the learning of others or your 
teacher's ability to teach. They will also notify your 
parents.  Your teacher’s goal is to provide you with an 
opportunity to rethink your behavior and respond in a 
more positive and constructive way so you can benefit 
fully from the education that is provided to you and so 
that others in your class can learn as well.

The education code outlines a number of reasons for 
immediate suspension or expulsion from school.  Some of 
these are possession of weapons or dangerous objects, 
injury to another person, drug or alcohol usage, sexual 
harassment, hate violence or threats against personnel or 
others. These are outlined in detail in your district parent-
student handbook.  Please review carefully.   

 
PROHIBITED ITEMS 
You may not possess the following items at school, on 
school property or at school events without the explicit 
written permission of a teacher and an administrator.  
 

1.  Electronic signaling devices (ex: pagers, beepers), CD 
players, radios, tape player, cameras, television sets, 
electronic games or any other electronic items of 
distraction. 

2.   Laser pens or devices. 

3.  Alcoholic beverages, narcotics, over-the-counter 
medications, cigarettes, tobacco products, inhalants, 
cigarette lighters, matches, and look-a-likes. 

4. Aerosol hair sprays or perfumes, personal sports    
equipment,  toys,  pets,  balloons. 

5.    Gum, sunflower seeds, candy not eaten with lunch. 

 

SEXUAL HARRASSMENT  

Sexual harassment is defined as what an average person, in 
grade 4 or above would view as offensive in any of the 
following circumstances: unwanted sexual advances or 
proposition; request for sexual favors; any verbal, physical 
or visual conduct which is sexually oriented, offensive, or 
which creates a hostile environment; any sexual slur, threat, 
derogatory comment or degrading description; any sexual 
joke, story, drawing, object, picture, gesture; any touching 
of a person’s body or clothes in a sexual way; purposeful 
cornering or blocking normal movements; limiting a 
student’s access or any spreading of sexual rumors. You 
should report any incident or problem of this nature to a 
staff member immediately so it can be investigated.   

 

HATE VIOLENCE 

Violence directed at a person because of their race or 
sexual orientation is against the law.  Students who 
initiate, threaten, or participate in acts of intolerance will 
be subject to suspension.  Ed. Code  48900.3 

 

GANG FREE ENVIRONMENT 

No gang-related behavior or dress will be permitted on 
or within 1,000 feet of campus.  Disciplinary action will 
be taken when students exhibit gang membership or 
affiliation through dress, similarity of dress to others 
regardless of colors, style, sagging, colors including 
shoelaces, grooming, apparel, jewelry, accessories, 
signing, symbols or gang lettering or writing, or other 
gang-related behavior.  District policy prohibits students 
from wearing red or blue shoelaces, headbands or belt 
buckles with punched out letters, blue or red belts, or 
more than one blue or red article of clothing (excluding 
jeans). Students who exhibit gang-like behavior will be 
prohibited from wearing specific colors and/or attire. 
Students with repeated offenses are subject to higher 
level consequences and disciplinary action.  

RAZON DE SUSPENSION Y EXPLUSION

conducta por hablado, fisica o visual sexual y ofensivo 
produciendo un ambiente desfavorable; Expresiones 
depravados, bromas sexuales; objetos, dibujos, retratos, 
gestiones, tocarse el cuerpo o la ropa de una manera sexual; 
esquinar o bloquiar movimientos; difamar a un estudiante.  
Informa   el incidente de imediato a la administracion para 
hacer una investigacion.

El aborecer a otra persona por su raza, o genero es contra 
la ley. El estudiante que amenaze o participe con accion 
de intolerancia sera suspendido. Ed. Code  48900.3 

 

 

UN AMBIENTE LIBRE DE PANDILLAS 

No se permite el comportamiento y vestidura de 
pandillas entre 1000 piez de distancia entre la escuela. Se 
dara accion de diciplina a los estudiantes que manifiesten 
ser pandilleros con su vestidura  parecido a otros a pesar 
del color, estilo colgando, y tambien incluyendo colores 
de cordon de zapatos, la manera de arreglarse, ropa, 
joyas, acesorios, firmas, simbolos o letras con escrituras 
pandilleras. Cualquier portancia de pandillero. La norma 
del distrito prohibe a los estudiantes usar cordones, 
cinturones, y panuelos de color rojo o azual, Tampoco 
cinturones con hebillas de letras o ponerse mas de una 
roopa de color  azul o roja (excluyendo los mezclillas).

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STUDENT DRESS  

The staff will actively enforce district dress standards as 
outlined in the district parent/student handbook. The 
District policy states that student clothing can not create a 
safety  hazard  for  yourself  or others.  It can’t disrupt 
school operations  or  the educational process. Clothing 
can not be offensive or distracting to others. It can’t  have  
profane  or  offensive language, symbols or illustrations 
or advertise  alcohol,  tobacco  or controlled substances.  
It can not be contrary to the law or convey messages 
contrary to the law and it can’t suggest gang membership.   
 

• Your clothing must be clean and neat.  It may not be 
torn, have worn holes or frayed ends.  
 

•You may not wear attire that is overly revealing, that 
displays or shows your undergarments, or shows your 
midriff or too much cleavage. Strapless garments or 
those with  spaghetti  straps  are  inappropriate  for   
school.  Tank tops with less than 2 ½ inch shoulder 
straps, crop tops, tube tops, halter tops, open-sided 
shirts, net or see through shirts are not acceptable 
attire. T-shirts with extra large armholes that expose the 
chest area are not acceptable.  Oversized T-shirts are not 
acceptable.  The length may not extend beyond the end of 
your fingertips. 
• Short shorts and skirts must extend beyond the end of 
your fingertips.   
• Shoes should be sturdy and suitable for running with a 
heel strap.  Flip-flops and thongs are not permitted. 
Closed toe shoes are suggested.   
 

Jewelry that could cause injury or harm to you or another 
student is prohibited.  
 

Your parents will be contacted if your attire  fails to meet 
the standards set forth by District Policy.  Students who 
repeatedly ignore standards are subject to disciplinary 
measures. 
 

HATS 

Each school has designated a hat(s) that students are 
permitted to wear during outdoors activities.  They may 
be purchased from the office. You must wear it forward 
and may not modify it in any way. Beanies and colored 
bandanas are not permitted unless you have a medical 
issue documented by a doctor.  In that case, a white 
beanie without logos or writing may be worn outside. 
You will lose the privilege to wear a hat and will be 
subject to disciplinary measures for defiance if you 
repeatedly fail to follow hat standards. 
 

SEARCH AND SEIZURE 

Students are responsible for the contents of any locker, 
desk, bag or other item they possess or bring on to school 
district property or to school sponsored events. No student 
can possess, place, keep or maintain any article or material 
prohibited by law or school rules in their locker, desk, bags, 
or on their person.  School officials will ask individual 
pupils to display the contents of their locker or personal 
property when there is reasonable question or suspicion that 
a student is violating the law or the rules of the district or 
the school. Disciplinary procedures will be followed.

COUNSELING 

A counselor is on campus at time as scheduled.  You can 
ask your teacher or administrator for a referral to see the 
counselor if you need help with a social or emotional issue.  
After receiving a referral, the counselor can meet with you 
one time. If the counselor thinks that there is a need for 
additional meetings, the counselor will give you a 
counseling permission slip that must be signed by your 
parent/guardian before you can see the counselor again.  
All counseling is confidential.  However the counselor 
must report any safety or abuse issue that harms or has the 
potential to harm you to the appropriate help agency. 
 

PROGRAMS & RECOGNITION 

STUDENT COUNCIL 

The Student Council is the student leadership body for 
the school’s student body.

STUDENT LEADERSHIP 

Students in 7
th

 & 8
th

 grade who demonstrate leadership 
abilities will be invited to participate in the leadership class.  
Students in leadership learn to plan and organize activities.  
They work with an advisor teacher to plan 7

th
 and 8

th
 grade 

and school-wide events.  These may include dances, rallies, 
and Character Counts activities. Leadership class meetings 
may be during the school day or before or after school. 

 

EXTRA CURRICULAR / ATHLETIC ACTIVITIES  

Sports teams are sponsored by M.U.S.T. (Manteca 
Unified Student Trust). You must meet eligibility 
requirements to participate in any extra-curricular 
activity including sports.   These are announced prior to 
each season. Registration and admission paid to cover 
the cost of coaches and referees.  Boys and girls have 
equal opportunities to participate.  League rules and 
regulations apply.  Tryouts are held just before the 
season begins.  These will be announced at school.   
 

FIELDTRIPS 

We hold a Walk/Jog-a-Thon and various fundraisers 
each year to raise money for fieldtrips.  Each grade level 
has a designated field trip that is part of your curriculum.  
Your teacher will give you information about your 
grade’s fieldtrip. 
 
BAND & CHOIR  

If you play an instrument or enjoy singing you’re invited to 
tryout for band or choir.  Band is an elective for 7

th
 and 8

th
 

grade students.  Both the band and choir perform a winter 
and spring concert at the school site and participate in a 
district performances.

8TH  GRADE PROMOTION  
 

PROMOTION ACTIVITIES 

Promotion activities for eligible 8
th

 graders include the 
ceremony, dance and year-end trip. The Parent  
Committee raises funds for the activities. 
 

PROMOTION SPEECH & MUSIC 

All 8th grade students will write a graduation speech.  If 
you’re eligible for graduation you can tryout to give 
your speech or perform at graduation. All speeches, 
music and performances must be approved by the 7/8th 
grade teachers and the administrators. 
 

 

PROMOTION REQUIREMENTS 

You must meet the following requirements to earn an 
8th grade certificate. 

• Grade Points 
Earn 24 grade points in your core classes (math, language 

arts, science and social studies) during 7th & 8th grade. (12 in 

7th grade and 12 in 8th grade)  You earn credits for grades.  
You must earn a grade of “D” or better each trimester to 
earn your grade point.    
• Grade Point Alternative 
If you fail a class, you can still earn credit if you 
successfully pass a remediation class. Remediation classes 
require 30 hours of time and the completion of a 
remediation packet with 70% correctness.    
• Proficiency Tests 
You must pass the reading, writing and math 
proficiency tests. 
• Effort 
You must cooperate with your teachers and demonstrate 
consistent effort on your class assignments and 
homework assignments.   
•Behavior 
A single 5-day suspension or more than one suspension 
during the year will disqualify you from promotion 
activities.  
• Class Citizenship 
You will be ineligible if you earn two or more “U’s” on 
your report card in citizenship in one trimester or more 
than four for the entire year. 
• Truancy 
You will be ineligible for promotion if you are truant 
more than two times. You are truant if you are more  
han 30 minutes late to school, excessively tardy, or 
absent without the knowledge of your parents.

Todo discurso, musica, y actuaciones tienen 
que ser aprovado por los maestros del 7 y 8 grado y 
tambien por la administracion.  
 

REQUISITOS PARA PROMOCION  

Debes reunir estos requisitos para obtener el certificate 
del octavo grado. 

• Puntos de calificacion 
Obtiene 24 puntos de tus clases (matematicas, lectura, 
escritura, deletreo, ciencia y historia) durante los grados 7 y 
8. (12 en el 7 grado y 12 en el 8) Puedes obtener creditos de 
calificacion. Debes obtener una “D” o mejor cada timestre 
para obtener puntos.   

• Puntos Alternativos 
Si malogras una clase, todavia puedes recibir credito si 
pasas la clase de remedio. Esta clase requiere de 30 horas 
con un paquete terminado y con un 70% de exactitud. 

• Examen de Capacidad 
Debes pasar los examenes de capacidad de lectura, 
escritura, y matematicas. 

• Esfuerzos 
Debes coperar con tus maestros y demonstrar esfuerzos 
constantes en tus trabajos de clase y las tareas. 

•Conducta 
Si tienes una suspension de 5 dias sucesivas o mas de una 
durante el ano escolar, seras descalificado de las actividades 
para promocion.
